5. If there are more qualified applicants than scholarships available, priority
will be given to those who demonstrate the most need.
6. Applications will be available on the OISS website and will be accepted by
the OISS until the established deadline.
7. All the awards will be applied directly to recipients’ U-Bill.
8. Applications will not be held over semester to semester but an applicant
may re-apply during the fall semester.
